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Incremental Epic can be used to manage all aspects of production and commercial control.  
However it has been designed from the outset to run alongside other computer systems.  This 
fact sheet describes the options Incremental Epic provides for integrating with your existing 
IT investments. 
 

Desktop Integration 
This refers to Epic’s integration with your computer’s ‘desktop’, i.e. other programs running 
directly on your computer.  Epic can link directly to your e-mail client and your internet 
browser so, for instance, clicking on an internet URL such as www.incremental.eu.com will 
immediately open your internet browser at that page.   
Moreover, double-clicking on any document recorded in Epic’s document repository will 
automatically open the appropriate program for it.  
 

Exports 
Epic comes with built-in export formats such as Microsoft Excel® estimates and Microsoft 
Word® purchase requests.  However many more types of export can be developed using 
Epic’s built-in extension points – see the Customising Epic fact sheet for more on these. 
Using extension points, Epic can export data either at scheduled times or at specific points in 
a business process, e.g. when a purchase order has been raised, an estimate is rejected etc. 
 

Imports 
The built-in functionality can be extended via extension points.  Incremental has gone to great 
lengths to ensure that Epic can accept data from multiple, disparate sources, and to be able to 
operate even when such data is unavailable or inconsistent; e.g.: 
- purchases can be processed without known supplier details; 
- manhour records can be used to create contract tasks. 
Manhour entry is a good example of Epic’s flexibility. The process has been designed to 
allow either Epic’s built-in manhour plug-in or external data feeds to be used.

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Planning 
Incremental Epic offers close, two-way integration with dedicated planning tools.  ‘Out of the 
box’ Incremental Epic supports  Microsoft Project™.  However it can support your choice of  
planning tool through  the extension points mechanism– see the Customising Epic and 
Planning fact sheets for more.

Reporting 
Epic has built-in reporting that can interrogate not only its own databases but other databases 
as well.  Reports can be exported to other file formats such as Adobe Acrobat®. 
Alternatively, Epic’s database is completely open to be read by other applications for yards 
who wish to use tools such as Crystal Reports®.  See the Reporting fact sheet for more.
